Will your child’s posters be among
them?

Students will learn these lessons:

e LOOK - Discover many ways to “see a situation” and determine what is safe and unsafe.

e THINK - Learn to assess situations to act responsibly and safely inside the home, and out in
the community. Learn to communicate clearly with details about situations that may feel
unsafe.

e DO - Take responsibility by making informed choices about electrical safety and in other activities
of daily living where safety could be an issue. Be cautious and take positive actions to ensure your
safety and the safety of others.

e SHARE - Learn how to explain to others what happened, where it happened or inform and inspire
others to be careful, and explain why.

e CREATE - Use your newfound knowledge to educate others using artistic skills.
